If each factory and farm meets its target,
then the state will meet its targets as set otherfive-year
plans. You could think of the factory and farm &tggto be
objectives which, if met, allow the nation'sverall aim to
be reached.

A planned economy is simple to understand but
not simple to operate. It does, however, have deum
of advantages.
